Synoptic Meteorological Feature:
o Light to moderate Westerlies to Northwesterlies prevails over the State in the lower tropospheric

levels.

e Under the influence of upper air circulation over southwest Bangladesh & neighbourhood, a low
pressure area has formed over north Bay of Bengal & adjoining coastal areas of Bangladesh &
West Bengal with the associated cyclonic circulation extends upto 5.8 km above mean sea level
tilting south-westwards with height.

e An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over westcentral and adjoining south Bay of Bengal and
extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.

e The cyclonic circulation over Lakshadweep & neighbourhood now lies over southeast Arabian Sea
and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.

e A trough runs from the above cyclonic circulation over southeast Arabian Sea to south Kerala at
0.9 km above mean sea level.
